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TESTING ANNOUNCEMENT

The Metro Fire Testing Consortium (MEFTC) was created in 2014 for the purpose of creating
efficiencies for member agencies and applicants during the initial screening process for the position
of entry-level firefighter EMT, firefighter paramedic, and paramedic.

Each year the MFTC administers a written and physical ability test and the results of which are used
to establish a list of qualified applicants for further consideration by a Member Agency (“Member”).
